Sermon Discussion Questions | Leviticus 16:1-5, 20-34

1. The Bible speaks of sin as the cause of all the world’s problems. Can you give examples of how
sin:

a. Isnotonly subjective, but objective (i.e. it has real and lasting effects, even when it is
committed unintentionally or unawares)

b. Islike guilt?

c. Islike a debt?

d. Islike a disease?

e. Islike an oppressing power?

f. (If you're depressed at this point, skip ahead and read Colossians 2:13-15 now!)

2. The sermon made mention of one counselor’s experience that people who have been through
conflict come to him desperate for absolution. Why is atonement so hard to receive (even for
people of faith)?

3. Try to put yourself in the place of the people of Israel, just after the exodus, long before Jesus.
What lessons would you have drawn from the Day of Atonement?

4. How does everything in the Day of Atonement (the priest, the tabernacle, the blood sacrifice,
the goat sent out into the wilderness) point us at Jesus?

5. Read Colossians 2:13-15 — pray with thanksgiving for our savior who has “put away sin by the
sacrifice of himself” (Hebrews 9:26).
